Establishing Best Practices: Meniere’s Disease Clinical Practice Guideline
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The clinical evidence for the care of Meniere’s disease is uneven and often contradictory, and hence the care provided to patients with Meniere’s disease varies considerably, leading to inconsistent patient outcomes, over utilization or underutilization of resources, and increased societal burden from Meniere’s disease’s impact on economic productivity and health care spending.
The purpose of this presentation is inform otolaryngologists on the findings and recommendations of the upcoming Clinical Practice Guideline on Meniere’s disease (anticipated publication February 2020).  Otolaryngologists will learn how to most effectively use the Meniere’s disease Clinical Practice Guidelines to inform their clinical care, and clinical decision making. 
Otolaryngologists and their patients will benefit from a consistent clinical approach based on the best available medical evidence as presented in Meniere’s disease Clinical Practice Guideline.
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
